The Pink City

JAIPUR,  the capital of Rajasthan. is one of the worlds, most picturesque cities and is also perhaps one of the world’s first ‘planned cities.’ One can resist the allure of “The Pink City”, its popular name derived from its many pink sandstone buildings.

The city was built in 1727 according to the Silpa Sastra, the ancient Hindu treatise on architecture, by Maharaja Sawai Jai Singh II after whom it is named. Effusively admired by every visitor who has seen it, Jaipur had early European travellers comparing its neatness and sanitation to that of London and its symmetry to that of the Kremlin.

Jaipur of Jai Singh is dived into seven rectangular sections by wide, well-laid main roads intersected by streets. The City Palace, part of which has been converted into a museum, occupies one-seventh of this ancient area. The old city is encircled by a fortified wall with seven gates. Outside these walls is modern Jaipur, a city that has grown rapidly since Independence but which thrives on memories of Kings and battles of chivalry and romance.

The bazaars of  Jaipur. overflow with colourful and intricately crafted commodities. Here the visitor can see the craftsmen at work - enamellers ‘painting’ their colours and engravers embellishing the shining surfaces of gold, brass and silver; sculptors carving exquisite figures and chipping floral designs in marble; artisans cutting precious stones and threading pearls; craftsmen creating attractive cobalt blue and white pottery in artistic shapes; bangle-makers turning lac and ivory, casein and glass into luminous circles, painted to create dazzling effects; goldsmiths making bracelets and anklets, waist-belts and necklaces, each piece e and etched with floral motifs; and weavers• producing printed cloth in designs of flowers, animals and attractive geometric figures. Jaipur. indeed, is a shoppers’ paradise!

Jaipur nestles amongst the hills of the Aravali Ranges, open to the plains only in the south. The crests of these hills are, almost without exception, adorned with forts aqd towers.

The National Highway from Alwar to Udaipur via Ajmer and a second highway from Bharatpur to Sikar, pass through Jaipur. It is also located on the Deihi-Abmadabad metre gauge section of the Western Railway.

The city has three seasons. The hot-weather season, which characterises Jaipur, extends from March to mid-June when the mercury shoots to 45° C. The rainy season is spread from mid-June to September when the city receives its much needed water supply from the south-west monsoon. The average annual rainfall is about 70 cm. The cold-weather season, bet October and February, reveals the wide range of temperatures experienced by Jaipur: the minimum touches 4° C!

Jaipur has a population of 1.514,425, but is still a spacious city and never seems overcrowded.




History

The Mauryan Empire under Chandragupta rose to power in 321 BC. Two rock edicts in the Bairat district near Jaipur indicate that it was ‘an important place in the time of Asoka Maurya (272-232 BC). After the death of Asoka. the Mauryan Empire disinte grated.

Duiha Rai, a prince of the kachchwaha family, fpunded Jaipur State, formerly, known as Dhundar arid Amer. The Kachchwaha, who came to Jaipur from Gwalior early in the 12th century. claimed to be solar descendants from Kusha, the son of Rama the Hero of the Ramayana.

The Rajput clans reached their pinnacle of power and glory between the 13th and 16th centuries. The period between the 16th and 18th centuries was marked by incessant conflicts between the Rajput rulers End the Mughals, the Muslim Imperial power.

The Kachchwaha Rajputs. however, were always on good terms with the Mughals and, in 1560, their chieftain, Biharimal, forged an alliance with Akbar, to save his state, for Amer was being threatened with extinction by its powerful neighbours. Akbar sealed the alliance by taking a princess of the Kachchwaha clan as his consort. Biharimal soon rose to eminence. So did his grandson Man Singh (1589-1614), who became one of Akbar’s most trusted generals and, later governor of one of the Imperial provinces.

The best-known ruler of Amer is probably Sawai Jal Singh (Jai Singh II) who ruled from 699 to 1744. He built the city of Jaipur and founded the state of the same name.

The child-king was swift to retort, “Your Imperial Majesty, when a bridegroom takes his bride’s hands in one of his own during the wedding, he is duty-bound to protect her all his life. Now that the emperor of India has taken both my hands in his right hand, what have I to fear? With Your Majesty’s long arms to protest me, what other arms do I need

The young prince’s presence of mind overwhelmed Aurangzeb who immediately conferred on him title Sawai’, meaning ‘one quarter. Though a mere lad, he was more than a man (in intellect) - a quarter more than a man. Aurangzeb always remained a great admirer of Jal Singh’s multifarious abilities and ready wit.

Jai Singh was a linguist but he was also deeply interested in mathematics and as tronomy. His scientific genius is evident in the unique giant stone instruments he devised for the huge open-air observatories which he built in Jaipur. Delhi Ujjain and Varanasi. But his greatest creation was the city of Jaipur itself.

Soon after he ascended the throne, Jal Singh decided to shift the seat of his government from Amer and drew up plans for constructing a new and larger city - a city which would be one of the best planned of his time. Plans of many contemporary Europeans citieé were referred to, and the plan for the new city Jaipur (named after Jal Singh) - made in consultation with renowned astronomers, mathematicians and architects. The ‘pinking’ of Jaipur, the first planned city of northern india, was the brainchild of Maharaj Ram Singh in the 19th century. He had wanted to do something special to honour visiting British Royalty.

More than 250 years have passed since the city was built but it is still enchanting, a curious blend of traditional colours and sophisticated sobriety. This is, however, turning modern quickly to present the image that is expected of a capital city. But Jaipur retains much of the old-world charm that shrouds the city in an Arabian Nights’ atmos phere, especially at night.

After India became independent, Jaipur merged with Jodhpur, Jaisatmer, Bikaner and other Rajput status and the state of Rajasthan was formed in 1956 with Jaipur as its capital.

HANDICRAFTS

Jaipur has a notable history as the home of numerous arts and crafts. The artistry which went into the embellishment of palaces and temples of yesteryears has continued through the ages. Jaipur is famous for chiseled, engraved, enameled and encrusted brassware. It is also well-known for its gold enameling and cutting and polishing of precious and synthetic stones. Jaipur’s marble statues and ivory ware exhibit a high degree of workmanship. Among the city’s other handicrafts are the dyed and printed textiles from Sanganer, tie-and-dye work with silk and cotton, carpets, lac bangles, blue and white pottery and papier-mâché articles.

WHAT TO SEE

City Palace

Within a sprawling walled enclosure in the centre of the old city is the City Palace, occupying one-seventh of the area of Jaipur. The Sirekh-ki-Deothi Gate, on the east; is the principal entrance. The Tripoli. Gate is the outhern entrance. The buildings surrounding the. outer court, called the J&.b Chowk, once housed the personal establishment and offices of the Maharaja. By the gate of Jaleb Chowk is the Nakkar Khana, or Drum house, where, at prescribed hours of the day and night, shehnai (a reed instrument) was played to the accompaniment of the beating of drums.

Most of the interior of the palace is occupied by a Court of Assembly and a large Durbar Hall. In the remaining space are several apartments with inter-connecting passages, divided into four independent sets of rooms, Alt these rooms form part of the main palace which also has rooms for dressing. bathing etc. There are separate palaces for male and female children and other members of the ruling family. This makes a palace often a very complicated cluster of buildings, each distinct from the other. Very often, a group of palaces, situated inside a courtyard, had only one common gate, so that the palaces could be easily and effectively guarded. The City Palace is a blend of Rajasthani and Mughal art and architecture. There are a number of independent structures inside the palace enclosure - Mubarak Mahal, Diwan-i-Khas, Chandra Mahal and Diwani-i-Am, among them.
The Mubarak Mahal built by Maharaja Sawai Madho Singh I in 1900, has an exquisitely decorated marble exterior. Jaipur is famous for such delicate carvings in triarbie as found here. Adjoining the Mubarak Mahal is a pink-coloured court, in the middle of which stands the Diwan-i-Khas, the Halt of Private Audience, which was used on ceremonial occasions. It has a marble-paved gallery.

To the north-west of the Diwan-i-Khas is Chandra Mahal - a seven storeyed. cream- white structure built by Sawai Jal Singh. The most beautiful apartments in this elegant complex are Chandra Mandir and Shobha Niwas. The former, built by Sawai Jal Singh, has life-size portraits of the rulers of the Kachchwaha clan, while Shobha Niwas is adorned with hundreds of coloured mirrors that produce a stunning effect when light falls on them. The Mukut Mandir, which crowns the palace, Offers a fine view of the city and the surrounding hills and forts. Also part of the City Palace is the Silenkhana (Armoury), which has what is probably the finest collection of old weapons in India. Atriong the exhibits is the sword of Akbar’s renowned Rajput general, Man Singh. It weights about 11 lbs. North of Chandra Mahal is an 18th century Temple of Krishna, Govindji, as he is known here, was the guardian deity of the rulers of Jaipur.

Diwan-i-Am, the Hall of Public Audience, now houses the Maharaja’s collection of rare paintings and manuscripts. Some of the best specimens of Rajasthani art may be found here - including Flagamala paintings, which pictorially present the different ragas. paintings of Radha and Krishna, and portraits of members of Jaipur’s Royalty. The library’s collection of old manuscripts includes FazVs Razmnamah - the Persian translation of the Indian epic, Ramayana. Abdul Fazi was Akbar’s court historian and a close friend and confidant. The illustrations in the book, done in Persian style, are believed to be the handiwork of some of the most talented artists of Akbar’s court. Also treasured by the library is a Sanskrit translation of the Arabic version of Euclid’s Elements of Geometry and some books written by Sawai Jai Singh. In keeping with its former status as a Durbar Hall, the ceiling, pillars and arches of the Diwan-i-Am are embellished with traditional Jaipuri designs and painted in gold and bright colours. From behind the jail (mesh} that screens the gallery in the Hall, the royal ladies used to observe Court Proceedings. The building is now called the Maharaja of Jaipur Museum and like the City Palace of which it is a part, is open on all days except public holidays. An entrance fee is charged for the

HOTEL MANSINGH

Designed like a Rajput fortress, Welcomegroup’s Hotel Mansingh merges beautifully with the pinks and oranges of Jaipur’s palaces and battlement walls. Mansingh’s strong stone wail keep out the desert heat, making the interior luxuriously cool and comfort able. Marble, leather and rosewood are used with typical Rajasthani motifs. bandhani textile prints and mirror work - an interplay of ancient Rajput grandeur and simple Rajasthani folk art that creates a magical effect.

RAMBAGH PALACE

This cream and coral edifice set amidst magnificent gardens was once the retreat of royalty - the billiard palace of Rain Singh II to be precise. Maharajah Sawai Man Singh II built a palace on this site in the mid 1920’s and called it Rambagh after his ancestor With its towers and turrets, cupolas and pavilions, its spacious corridors, wide terraces and large banquet rooms, the former Rajput palace is today an excellent example of Rajasthan’s many palace-hotels.

JAIPUR OBSERVATORY

Known as the Jantar Mantar, the Jaipur Observatory was built by the astronomer-king Sawai Jai Singh in 1718, even before the city of Jaipur itself was built.

Jal Singh’s passion for astronomy led him from a young age, to observe and record the movements of heavenly bodies till late in the night. He later compared his observations with that of others observatories in order to arrive at the most accurate results. Finding the astronomical tables in use defective, Jai Singh himself prepared a set of astronomical tables — the Jaz-i-Mohammad Shahi — which was recognised and ap preciated by astronomers the world over. Later, he built the Jantar Mantar in Jaipur and s observatories in Delhi. Ujjain. Varanasi and Mathura Popular known as the Yantra, the massive stone instruments in the Jaipur Observatory were built to measure, among other things, the local time, the sun’s declination, azimuth and altitude, the declination of fixed stars and planets and to determine eclipses. The most striking instrument is the Sundial with its 30-metre high gnomon. This casts a shadow whose maximum length goes up to four metres an hour. Older than the city of Jaipur, its testifies to the precision that could be achieved in concrete in India even 300 years ago. Sawai Jal Singh had a library consisting of the works of all important astronomers, both ancient and contemporary. The collection included books by Arya Bhatta, Brahmagupta and Bhaskaracharya of India and Ptolemy, Ulugh Beg and De La Hire of West Asia and Europe. Not only did Sawai Jai Singh keep in touch with the progress made by the Hindu and Muslim astronomers in India, but he also kept abreast of the trends in astronomy abroad. When he heard of the advancement of astronomy in Portugal he immediately sent his astronomers to the court of King Emmanuel of Portugal. who sent back De La Hire’s tables to Jaipur through his own envoy - Xavier D’Silva.

The Almanac compiled by Sawai Jai Singh himself, Jaz-i-Mohammad Shahi, can be found in the City Palace Library.

Jantar Mantar is open on all days except Fridays. An entrance fee is charged on all days except Mondays.

JAIPUR MUSEUM

This is located in the lavish Ram Niwas gardens to the south of the walled city and is built of sandstone and white marble. Work on this magnificent building was commenced by Maharaja Ram Singh II to commemorate the visit of Prince Albert, who himself laid the foundation stone in 1876. It was completed by Maharaja Madho Singh I

The Jaipur museum, one of the three outstanding museum of Rajasthan, contains a vast collection of works of industrial art and products of handicraft such as metal ware, ivory and wood carving, jewellery, textiles and pottery, in addition to sculptures and paintings. It is particularly rich in brassware, for which Jaipur is welt-known. There was exquisite specimens of embossed hammered and chased brass-work on shields, plaques and salvers. The brass plaques depicting Ramayana scenes from the Ram namah deserve special mention, Specimens of the enameled work of Jaipur (on gold) and Pratapgarh (on glass tablets) are also exhibited here. Other artistic works on silver, lacquer and ivory from different parts of Rajasthan abound among the exhibits.

The geological section contains interesting fossils and parts of meteorites. There

an armoury section that has Japanese daggers and swords with Arabic inscriptions on the blades, besides the fine collection of Rajput arms.

In the children’s section are displayed cultural cameos from Rajasthari, dolls from Burma and Japan and toys from Lucknow, Mathura, Jaipur and Africa.

In the verandahs all round the hail and in the main hail itself are wall paintings of India from Kangara. Bisoli, Bilaspur, Thanjavur. Tiruchchirappalli and China.

The main hail also displays a fine collection of carpets. Of these, the piece with a Persian garden motif is specially noteworthy. Purchased in 1632. during the time of Baja Jai Singh, it is considered one of the oldest and one of the best of its kind in the world.

The museum is closed on Fridays and gazetted holidays. An entrance fee is charged on other days.

HAWAMAHAL

A dominating landmark in Jaipur, the Hawa Mahal, or ‘Palace of Winds’ stands in the heart of the city. Built by Maharaja Pratap Singh in 1799, it is a remarkable building, characterised by elaborate and fanciful architecture. The broad pyramidal facade of the mahal comprises five storeys of semi-octagonal over hanging windows with perforated screens, curvilinear, roofs, domes and finials. Placed one above the othern they have about them an air of lightness and delicate beauty. The elaborate construction in the front stands on walls which are hardly 0.2 mts (8)” in width. This five-storeyed pink sandstone building was built by Maharaja Pratap Singh as a platform from which the ladies of Raniwal, his harem forbidden to appear in public, could watch the happenings on the main Street through latticed windows. After watching the warriors march to battle or listening to the din of a festive occasion until it faded, the princesses and their ladies vanished into the palace.

Hawa Mahal is loveliest in the morning, when the direct sunlight glances off its many windows.

Excursions

AMER (AMBER) (11 kms)

Amer was for nearly 600 years the capital of the princely state of the Kachchwaha Rajputs until 1727 when Sawai Jai Singh built a new capital — Jaipur.

Construction on the fortress-palace, which is Amer’s pride, was commenced in 1592 by Raja Man Sirigh The Rajput commander of Akbar’s army. It was completed nearly a hundred years later by Sawai Jai Singh I (Mirza Raja)

An imposing stairway leads from the great courtyard, on the lower terrace, with its huge, arched gateway, to the Diwani-I-Am built by Mirza Raja Jai Singh. A double row of grey marble and sandstone pillars support a vaulted roof. There are latticed galleries above the pillars, surmounted by finely carved elephant brackets. The walls of Diwani-i-Am, it is said, wore once decorated with beautiful frescoes. Steps to the right of the Diwani-i-Am lead to a small Kali Temple. This shrine to the angered goddess Parvati stands behind Singh Pol, the double gateway which leads from the lower entrance to the Diwani-i-Am, There is also a Sita Devi Temple of white marble, The Ganesh Pol leads to the inner court on a higher terrace. This fine gateway. attributed to Sawai Jai. Singh, is decorated with mosaics, sculptures and tempera painting. The Maharaja’s apartments here are grouped aroupd and ornamental garden. The Jai Mandir (Hill of Victory). the Sheesh Mahal (Glass House) built by Murza Raja Jai Singh and Jas Mandir, all have inlaid panels and glittering mirror work on the ceilings. The other apartments here - the Suhag Mandir and Sukh Niwas - are also creations of rare beauty. Suhag Mandir has delicate screens of marble and Sukh Niwas has a sandalwood door, inlay with ivory. A channel passing right through the room, was once filled with cool water.

Besides the Fort, there are a number of small temples at the foot of Amer Hill. The best-known of these is the Vaishnav Temple of Jagat Shiromani. It was built in the time of Raja Beharimal, though it is named in honour of Jagat Singh. The temple has an elegant marble gateway guarded by stone elephants and an exquisitely sculptured Garuda shrine, Garuda the golden eagle, is the vehicle of Vishnu. Ditram Gardens, on the banks of the Maota lake, houses an archaeological museum. Though small, it has a superb collection of antiquities relating to the history of Rajasthan. On display are pottery, coins, seals and fragments of an Asokari pillar from Bairat; an inscription from Jamna Ramgarh tracing the genealogy of the rulers of Ja sculptures, clay plaques and terracotta figurines from Albaneri and Nagar and gold jeweflery from Rairh.

BAIRAT (85 kms)

Bairat has kept archaeologists busy for decades. Two Asokan rock-edicts which were found here indicate that this was an important town during the reign of the Mauryas. Excavators have also unearthed old silver coins - some of Greek and Indo-Greek origin-terracotta figurines of yakshs, and pottery. A large Buddhist monastery, believed to be one of the oldest structural temples, was also discovered here. This, and some utensils and other objects used by Buddhist monks which were found here, would seem to indicate that Bairat was once an important Buddhist centre. Bairat is believed to be the site of ancient Biratpurit, the place where the Pandavas, the heroes of the epic, Mahabharatha, spent their 13th year of exile.

Other places of archaeological and antiquarian interest in Bairat are the temples of Parsvanath, Bhiniji-ki-Dungri and Bijak-ki-Pahari.

BANASTHALI VIDYAPITH (72 KMS)

The educational programme of this unique institution aims to inculcate in its students a. respect for the spiritual values that are Indian even as they Keep in touch with modern development by learning about western scientific methods.

GAITOR (7 KMS)

Gaitor stands at the foot of the Nahagarh hill top this steep hill is the Fort built in 1734 by Sawai Jai Singh, it was expanded by Ram Singh II who constructed the upper stores of the fort in 1868, representing therein the best of 19th century decor. Madho Singh II made other additions in 1902 1903. The rulers of Jaipur are buried here.

Silhouetted against the rugged slopes of Nahagarh are the chhatris (cenotaphs) of the royal family. The most impressive of.aIl is the cenotaph of the Sawsi Jai Singh, decorated with peacock figures, deities and scenes from myths and legends. A chhatris are made entirely of marble except that of Madho Singh II. whose cenotaph is a mix of marble and pink sandstone. All the cenotaphs are decorated with delicate carvings and figures in high relief.

GALTA (12 KMS)
..

The picturesque gorge at Galta plunges down from the sumrriit of a range of hills to the east of Jaipur. Many temples dot the hilt slope which is crowned by a temple of the Sun Got From this temple, an impressive view of jaipur can be seen. There are seven tanks here, field with the waters of the Gouiukh, a perennial flow from the mouth of a stone cow. These tanks and the many pavilions here enhance the loveliness of this spot.

Legend associates Galta. one of the principal seats of the Ramanand sect of vaishria vites, with sage Galava who performed his penance there.

SISODIA RANI KA BAGH (8 KMS)

These gardens were laid out around a palace for Sisodia. a queen of Sawai Jai Singh. The palace set admist the gardens has bright murals on its outer walls, depicting stories from the Krishna legend and hunting scenes. The natural springs here are said to have medicinal properties.

VIDHYADHARJI KA BAGH (7 KMS)

This well-maintained terraced garden is dedicated to Vidhyadhar, Sawai Jal Singh’s chief town planner and engineer, who had assisted his King in the planning of Jaipur City.

SAMOD (45 KMS)

The palaces atop this hillock are worth a visit, Sheesh Mahal has so beautiful mirror work panels, while the murals of Sultan Mabel, depicting love scenes and the hunt, are extraordinary.

SANGANER (16 KMS)

The quiet town is famous for its bock- printed textiles. The sanganeri textiles and garments, which are hand - printed with wooden blocks dipped in vegetable dyes

(chemical dyes are fast replacing them), are exported to many countries. Sanganeri

coarse cotton textiles, light cotton saris and shirt material bedspread, furnishings and curtains come in bright orange, dark blue, black, red or yellow with prints in stripes, floral or animal designs. In the courtyard of every house here visitors will find cotton textiles being dyed, hand – printed in a gay profusion of colours and designs, and hung up to dry. Another attraction nearby in a unit that makes handmade paper.

There are also in Sanganer ruins of palaces. Jain temples and gateways. The temples hold exquisitely polished marble idols and are replete with carvings.

BAGRU (34 KMS)

Vegetable dyes used here in the block printing processes produce colours that are deep and rich. They are fast gaining popularity.

SARISKA (80 KMS)

To ensure the preservation of wildlife, a few blocks have been declared by the state Government as reserved areas or game sanctuaries. There are five sanctuaries in Rajasthan, where only study of wildlife and shooting with camera (on payment of the fee) are allowed.

The best is the sanctuary at Sariska, 80 kms from Jaipur on the Deihi-Jaipur Road, and easily accessible. Is has tiger, panther, wild boar, blackbuck, sambar, jungle cat, civet and hyena. Among the colourful birds are the peafowl and golden oriole.

HOW TO GET THERE

By Air

Jaipur is connected by Indian Airlines with Agra, Ahmadabad, Aurangabad. Bombay. Delhi, Jodhpur, Udaipur. Varanasi and Calcutta.

By Rail

Rajasthan is linked by rail with various tourist centers of India. The Pink City Express leaves Delhi at 5.50 am for Jaipur and leaves for Jaipur at 5pm for the return journey. Returning the same day (one way, 5 hrs). The trains leave from Old Delhi station. There are also two overnight trains from Jaipur to Delhi (leaves at 8.30 pm. and arrives at 7 am) and Jaipur to Agra (leaves at 1 am and arrives at 8 am).

By Road

The colourful life of Rajasthan is, however, best witnessed only by road travel camels, golden desert sands, gaily clad women with brass pots on their heads. turbaned and luxuriantly mustachioed men recalling an epic past, doorways painted with peacocks and elephants, all of them are part of the daily roadside panorama. There are regular bus services from Delhi. These buses take 5 hours to reach Jaipur. Buses operate from the Inter - State Bus Terminal, Kashmiri Gate, Delhi; Rajasthan State Transport Corporation operates buses, to Jaipur from Bikaner House, near India Gate. Chauffeur- driven air - conditioned cars can be hired through the state Tourist Offices, the Indian Tourism Development Corporation and other approved car operators

WHEN TO GO

The tourist season is from October to march, when temperatures are from 27°C (80°F) during the day to 15°C (60°F) at night. There is no dampness during this time of the year and the weather remains ideal.

The best season is during the monsoons (July to September) when the mountains. and hills are covered with greenery and there is plenty of water in the lakes. Rainfall is light, making this time of the year still more inviting.
